Sydney FC to join in all the fun at Castle Hill RSL for the world’s largest virtual football tournament 
Football fans are getting excited for the FIFA Interactive World Cup 2011 Heats at Castle Hill RSL on Thursday the 7th April 2011.

Terry McFlynn, Captain, and Ivan Necevski, Goal Keeper from Sydney FC will be making an appearance at the heats from 5.30-7.30pm.
Terry McFlynn, Captain of Sydney FC has been a key member of the team since the inaugural season of the A-League. The northern Irishman is one the club’s favourite sons. In more than 100 appearances for Sydney FC, McFlynn is the mainstay of the side’s midfield with his relentless work rate and ball movement key to the team’s fortunes. He wore the skipper’s armband for the 2009/10 finals campaign and steered his side to the Premiership and Championship double. Also a rock in defence, he has bagged crucial goals throughout his glittering Sydney FC campaign. Popular amongst teammates and fans alike, in 2010/11 McFlynn will again be a key man in maintaining the Sky Blues success, a year in which his leadership skills will shine through.

Ivan Necevski, Goal Keeper from Sydney FC is now in his fourth season with Sydney FC after joining the Sky Blues at the beginning of the 2007/08 campaign. The 30 year-old shot-stopper presents a commanding figure in the penalty area, standing at 190cm and boasting a strong muscular physique. The Penrith junior excelled for the Sky Blues in 2008/09, playing in 11 games, pulling off 30 saves and keeping four clean sheets. After a strong preseason, he didn’t see any action in the A-League during 2009/10 but will again battle it out for the number one keeping spot for the champions this offseason.

The Heat at Castle Hill RSL will be a one of a series of Knockout Rounds with the top 8 players from each proceeding through to the Final. Playoff at the grand final, commencing with 32 players, will end with only 1 winner who will go through to the Global Grand Final and play for US$20,000 in addition to the title!
