Castle Hill RSL is reaching out and helping one of their own staff members, Janice O’Brien age 68, by hosting a fundraising raffle to help her  through a  difficult time in her life.

Janice began working at Castle Hill RSL in 1981, continuing for 19 years until May 1999.  After 5 years, in 2006 Janice returned to work at Castle Hill RSL until present, as a dedicated member of the Food & Beverage team.

In March 2011, Janice’s life changed dramatically, she was admitted to Blacktown Hospital with extremely low blood pressure which began to affect other vital organs.  Janice was placed on life-support, whilst undergoing a wide and complex procedure including kidney dialysis.
An emergency procedure was then needed and Janice was transferred to Nepean Hospital Intensive Care Unit.    This treatment was taking place as kidney dialysis was continued to enable kidney function to re-commence.  Once Janice’s condition started to improve, she was transferred to a renal ward to continue dialysis, when dialysis was no longer necessary, Janice was transferred to a pre-discharge ward and then she was discharged recently. 
To add to it all Janice will need to return to hospital when her health improves, to have her gall-bladder removed, which was the main organ affected throughout her treatment.

Warren Glenny, President and Chairman of Castle Hill RSL, said, “Castle Hill RSL is proud to be able to support Janice through this difficult period and we wish her a safe and speedy recovery.”
Paul Clyne, Executive Chef at Castle Hill RSL, said, “When Janice became sick, naturally we wanted to help. Janice has been part of the kitchen for a long time, and being part of the Castle Hill RSL Club family, we wanted to find a way to help. The Club has been at the centre of our lives in many ways, so it is great that the club can support and assist in such a way.”
During the past twelve months, Janice and her family have been through quite a stressful and traumatic period in their lives. Janice also has a daughter, Karen, who is married to Greg and they have three children, Natalie 13, Bellinda 11 and Bradley 9.  Her son-in-law, Greg, has endured a traumatic twelve months after having brain surgery to remove a brain tumour, he was subsequently unable to work for an extended period of time.
