Mums, Dads and Bubs learned lifesaving lessons at Royal Life Saving Infant and Child First Aid Awareness Seminar
Children are naturally curious and adventurous and often find themselves undertaking activities that result in injury.  Due to the physical characteristics of children the treatment and management protocols of various injuries and illnesses is different to that of an adult.  It is therefore important that those who are employed in child related industries or are responsible for children have appropriate knowledge and skill to deal with common injuries.

The Royal Life Saving Society will delivered a seminar at Castle Hill RSL last Thursday as part of its positive parenting Mums, Dads and Bubs program including the definition and legal aspects of first aid, approach to an incident, respiration and circulation, resuscitation (focusing on infants and children), cross infection, victim assessment, secondary survey, history taking and recording, child related breathing emergencies, cardiac conditions, shock and anaphylaxis, bleeding, chest injuries, soft tissue injuries, dislocations and fractures, head and spinal injuries, eye injuries, diabetes, epilepsy and convulsions, stroke, thermal injuries, burns, poisons, venomous bites and stings and child development implications.

David Macallister, CEO Royal Life Saving NSW said that in most cases when an emergency occurs, a family member is the first on the scene. “Having the skills to react in an emergency situation can mean the difference between life and death while you wait for emergency care to arrive,” David added.

With reports suggesting only 1 in 10 people know how to perform CPR, David Macallister CEO Royal Life Saving NSW highlighted the importance of learning these life saving skills. “These are skills we may be called on to use at any time and in any setting – whether it’s on the street or at the beach. And the skills remain relevant all year round, not just during the warmer months.” 

David Macallister, CEO Royal Life Saving NSW said it was excellent to see so many parents taking the time to learn the valuable skills of Infant and Child First Aid and CPR.
