· He was the CEO of AUSTCARE(Australia’s Overseas Refugee Aid Organisation) October 1996 –December 2002
His Army Reserve career saw him, 
· Join the Royal NSW Lancers as a Regimental Cadet in November 1950 
· Do early National Service in 1953 as a member of 12 NS Battalion, returning to - 
· Serve with the Lancers in most ranks from 1953 until he completed his term as Lieutenant Colonel and Commanding Officer in 1975 
· He had a variety of promotions and posting on Regular and Reserve Headquarters until he was promoted in 1990 to Major General to command the 3rd Division (Headquarters in Melbourne) 
· He then commanded the 2nd Division (Headquarters in Sydney) mostly fulltime as a Reservist 1991-1994 
· During his service he had visits/periods in South Vietnam, The Federal German Republic, UK, PNG, Malaya and Indonesia.

· An Honorary Ambulance Officer with Macarthur District Ambulance ( NSW Ambulance Service) 1956-60 
· Serve as a NSW Fire Brigade Volunteer 1959-66
