Chris Connolly Bio

Chris started his professional career quite young and soon formed 70’s funk band Dark Tan at the age of seventeen. He co wrote songs like Disco Lady, War and Peace and Island in the sun: all of which charted in Australia and Europe. Dark Tan performed with ABBA on their television specials and were regulars on Bandstand with Darryl Somers. Many hours were spent at Studios 301 where Chris put the finishing touches on the string and horn arrangements for each Bandstand show. Chris regularly worked the Sydney scene with artists like Kerrie Biddell, Willy and Chris Qua and did regular gigs at the Marble bar and Basement with Ray Aldridge, Doug Gallacher, Errol Buddle and Harry Rivers. 

Chris has also worked extensively overseas and has frequently exchanged licks with the likes of Larry Coryell, George Benson, Phil Upchurch, Joe Beck, Jimmy Bruno to mention a few. He has also played with Bernard Purdie, Dom Famularo, HB Barnum.

Chris has been a regular educator at the Australian Music Association Trade shows. He has taught Vocals, Guitar and music theory through the State education system and at the Institute of music.

Chris often travels to the US and Europe where he is involved with various products at the NAMM and Frankfurt music trade shows. Chris is a multi MO and ACE award winner.

Musically Chris’s influences range from Bach to Hendrix. He is best described as a lyrical guitarist with a passion for music that travels from his heart to the hearts of whoever is listening to him. He also loves to sing, and scat when the mood is right. His passion is live performances above anything and it is not uncommon for him to do over two hundred gigs a year. His love for live work has turned him into an extremely versatile guitarist/vocalist able to cover most styles in a single 45 minute set. Whether it be Hank Marvin, George Benson, Eric Clapton, Stevie Wonder or whoever, you will always be moved by Chris’s interpretation.
